“Create a Person”



1. Children have FREE PLAY time

2. As the service time draws to a close, have the kids start to help CLEAN UP by putting toys back on the shelves.

3. Make sure whoever picks up the kids has the appropriate security receipt BEFORE they can leave with the kids.  Attach the nametag to the security receipt and cover up the wording on the receipt.  Place it in the appropriate basket. AFTER THE LAST SERVICE ONLY:  Complete the Clean-up Checklist on the counter and initial.

BIBLE POINT: God made us all and we are special.
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Give each child a sheet of paper with the outline of the person.  Let’s make a person!  Draw two eyes, a nose, and a mouth on your person.  Give each child a few minutes to draw the facial features on their drawing.  When everyone has finished, go around the table and let each child introduce his or her person to the rest of the class.

How did it feel to make your own person?


What do you think it would be like to make a real person?





It felt good to create your own person, didn’t it?  You got to make your person just the way you wanted.  Today we learned that because he loves us, God made us!  God thinks all the people he made are special!

ASK:  Who else in here today	  ANSWER (sing):  JESUS is here today


ASK:  Who does Jesus love	  ANSWER:  ME!!!
